(Immigration to the Volga Region) Vol. 3 - Villages Laub
- Preus. Detailed lists of the rst settlers who responded
to the Manifesto of Catherine the Great. Includes informa-
tion about their ages, occupations, families, and place of
origin in the German states. Volume three cover the follow-
ing villages: Laub, Merkel, Obermonjou, Lauwe, Messer,
Orlovskaja, Leichtling, Moor, Paul'skaja, Leitsinger, Muller,
Pfeifer, Louis, Niedermonjou, Philippsfeld, Mariental, Nor-
ka, and Preuss.

2) History of the Volga German Colonists by Jacob E. Di-
etz. Originally written in Russian, translated into German
and now English. The author, a German Russian himself,
gives the reader an insight into how the colonists lived and
the many challenges they faced. This book is a fascinating
documentation of the history, lives, economics and politics
of their times. Historians have long known of the existence
of the manuscript of Jacob Dietz, which has been included
in a series of bibliographic guides, but its location was long
unknown. It was found only a few years ago in the Engels
branch of the State Archive of the Saratov Oblast.

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AHSGR German Origins Project

Dick Kraus, AHSGR German Origins project coor-
dinator reports that Mariental, Mueller, Pfeifer, and
Pobochnaya First Settlers Lists, with annotations,
have been newly added to the AHSGR German Ori-
gins web site. The web site lists mostly con rmed
origins information on two Black Sea area colonies;
uncon rmed origins information for six Belowesch
colonies, and mostly uncon rmed, but increasingly
con rmed, origins information for 42 Volga colonies
which now have their First Settlers’ Lists (FSL) and
Mai & Marquardt information, along with some
Stumpp info, entered in the German Origins por-
tion of the AHSGR web site: http://www.ahsgr.org/
german_origins.htm.

Those colonies included so far are Gueldendorf
(Odes) and Hoffnungstal (Bess) in the south; Be-
laja Besha, Gorodok, Kaltschinowka, Rundewiese,
Grosser Werder, Kleiner Werder of Belowesch; and
in the Volga area: Anton, Balzer, Bangert, Bauer,
Bettinger, Boaro, Dietel, Dinkel, Dobrinka, Doen-
hof, Goebel, Graf, Grimm, Frank, Herzog, Holstein,
Huck, Jagodnaya Polyana, Kamenka, Katharinen-
stadt, Kautz, Kolb, Kraft, Krasnoyar, Kratzke, Kuk-
kus, Kutter, Leichtling, Mariental, Merkel, Mueller,
Norka, Pfeiffer, Pobochnaya, Preuss, Roethling,
Rothammel, Schuck, Sewald, Stahl-am-Karaman,
Volmer, and Walter.

Dick emphasizes that the German Origins project
is intended to include information regarding the
origins of settlers in German Russian villages no
matter where they were in Russia. He welcomes
and will include data for any colony in any region.
